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Assignment 1 – Work in the Science Industry
Scenario
You have been appointed as a junior member of the editorial team for a new monthly Science magazine in the UK. Amongst the first stories to be published are a short series of insights into how science can be used in careers, especially the work of science technicians.

Task 1

· Moving equipment and chemicals

Task 2
As part of the magazines promotional activity it has agreed to take part in a careers fair. You have been asked to produce a leaflet for technician training purposes that covers communication in the scientific workplace.

In the introduction say how information is communicated in the workplace and include a table to show the different ways information can be communicated. (P2)
For each of the communication methods you mentioned in your table you must now explain how the information is communicated. (M2)
Finally you must find an example of a situation where there was poor communication between people in a scientific workplace and what the consequences of their actions were. You should then break down what went wrong and how the problems could have been saved from happening. (D1)
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
