Task 2 (M1)

Computers are often a reliable source of data for forensic scientists in the solving of crimes. Files which have thought to be deleted can be retrieved and IP addresses of computers can easily be located and traced.

1. Locate your computer IP address, this can be found through a variety of website tools.

2. For the M1 you will need to use the website www.dnsstuff.com and use the TRACER ROUTE facility. This allows you to send a pocket of information across the internet and discover the route the information takes.
3. Print screen the information as evidence of your work.
4. Repeat for the IP addresses of two more people.
You will need to demonstrate that you can use this software to your teacher.
Task 3 (D1)

From the information you gathered from task 2 you will now need to evaluate whether you believe sending information electronically is suitable and safe.

You may wish to think carefully about the number of different places the information was sent to in order to trace it back to you.
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
